* Living expenses in Japan (the amount is negotiable depending on the location and other conditions)
*A custom-made education plan to meet your learning needs

3. Applicants must:

(1) Have Nationality of the following countries: Hungary, Bulgaria, Romania, Serbia, Kosovo, North
Macedonia, Albania, Montenegro, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia

(2)Relocate to Japan and have the will to learn

(3) Have a certain level of Japanese language skills (JLPT not required, however, application process
includes a self-introduction video in Japanese)

4. Selection Procedure:
(1)The applicant submit the scholarship information form
(2) The secretariat will inform you of the screening procedure to the contact information provided in
the form
2 Selection decision will be notified to applicant by the end of 2021
(83) Applicants who pass the screening will be interviewed, and the schedule to come to Japan will be
decided

than determining awarded recipients and be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of
Japan.
